REPORTS
Secretary's Report:  Report accepted as given.  

 

Treasurer's Report:  There is no income yet for February 2010; so our petty cash is $103.78.  Since District 33's Unity Conference will be held February 26-28, people will probably buy some books.  The Treasurer's petty cash report was accepted as given.  

 

The Alt-GVR did not attend due to car problems.  

 

CFC Report:  Lisa is looking for ways to attend meetings behind the walls and bring Grapevines with her.  

 

ITEMS DISCUSSED
2010 Budget:  

 

Lodging:  Lodging for area assemblies is about $250; and Jan. 2010 Convention $230.00 

 

Displays:  Large displays are used at the District level and at Groups that are large enough to have the space to accommodate them.  The next size poster is used at Groups that have an allocated building and can put on the wall; while smaller ones are used by Groups that meet in churches, schools, etc.  $200 has been allocated for 2010; and Jackie suggested that if a Group did not have a poster and wanted one, that after any monthly meeting we could stay after and make one.  If that is the case, she would need to know in advance so as to bring the appropriate materials..  

 

Literature:  The Area provides a box of 50 back GV issues to new District GV-Reps to help them get Groups in their area new GV Reps who in turn utilize the back issues provided by the District GVR to get their members acquainted with the Grapevine Magazine..  The Area also gives free subscriptions away or other GV items/books at various Conferences and Conventions.  Unfortunately, a box of 50 issues went up $20, and is now $60/box including shipping and handling.  Our chair person will be formulating a written request to the Area Finance Committee for an increase of $240 in literature and if accepted by the Finance Committee, the chair will  then present this request to Area Assembly in April.  

 

Postage:  Our committee uses postage primarily when District GVR’s for one reason or another have not received requested literature in time for scheduled events either at the District level or Group within that particular District.  Our chair person can use overnight mail.  $50.00 has been allocated for 2010.
 

Presentation Expense:  There are two alternating conferences at which a GV presence (for publicity) is valuable.  One is SWARSA (strictly southwest) and the other is the Regional Forum, with many attendees from New York and from the Grapevine itself.  These groups gather to share information, and they should be aware of the GV.  The chair will attempt to request additional funds for the 2011 budget from the Finance Committee and if accepted will then present it to the Area Assembly in July, 2010 so that the 2011 GV Chair will be able to attend the Forum, which occurs in odd-numbered years.  

 

Printing:  Cost for paper and ink used to print the GV Guide and flyers as needed.  The chair will also be looking into printing the new GV Handbook from the GV website to distribute to new GVR’s. $250.00 has been allocated for $2010.
 

Room Rental:  Delta Club rents a room for $5.  There is some extra money in case of impromptu meetings.  

 

Supplies:  Baggies for newcomer packets, glue, tape; and $200.00 has been allocated for $210.00

3. Hopefully Jonathan P./D-40 GVR will have information in regard to Texas Young People Convention/Conferences for the remainder of 2010 that the GV might be able to attend; 

4. Hopefully Sam C./Alt A-67 GV Chair will have information on ICYPAA or HCYPAA events that will occur in 2010.

5. Jackie will bring 2 GV Guides (one for George B. and one for Mike K.) and time permitting, will copy and bring some the new GV Handbooks.  If you would like one of the new GV Handbooks and are planning to attend, please email Jackie so that she can bring enough copies.  Requests must be submitted by March 12, 2010.
